The public uses the children’s playground
and the pathway around the lake in front of the Lakehouse particularly. | often see the
public walking and biking on the streets of Olive Estate and they can be expected to
continue to do so. | have often been asked by walkers and cyclists whether there is off
road access to Hill Street through Olive Estate so the pathway through the extension to
Olive Estate will be welcomed and widely used.

All users appreciate the high standard of design and maintenance of these areas. My
observation is that there is greater public use of the open spaces in Olive Estate than the
council owned reserves in the local area.

I submit that there will be higher quality recreation spaces for public use if Olive Estate
manages open spaces to Olive Estate’s high standards than if the Tasman District Council
has to undertake and meet the cost of managing a vested reserve.

The Care Facility building should be built in the original consented location or very
nearby, with better and safer transport access and away from existing residential areas.

All parking traffic (including visitors) to do with Olive Estate should be on their property,
not on Hill Street or other nearby streets. Brenda Lawson Way and Wilkinson Place

should only be for residents and their visitor parking only.

The proposed road exit to Brenda Lawson Way and Hill Street from the Care Facility is far
too restrictive for commercial vehicles. Larger commercial vehicles exiting from the Care
Facility to Hill Street will partially block vehicles entering Brenda Lawson Way from Hill

Street.

Because of the narrowness of Hill Street, the increased traffic will be hazardous and
cause congestion in the vicinity of the entrances to Olive Estate. There has been two
recent accidents on Hill Street (between Hillplough Heights and Pioneer Drive) due to the
narrowness of Hill Street, and sun strike.

There does not appear to be adequate parking for staff on site, for visitors and service
vehicles for the Care facility/dementia unit especially as the operation of this is a 24 hour
business. Hill Street becomes a one way street if there is parking on both sides of the

road.

Reserves should all be in one block, not scattered into small lots. Otherwise they can not
classified as parks or reserves.

The Noise Factor: The dementia unit should be well insulated (double or triple glazing
windows, etc) and positioned well clear of any residential property either of Hill Street,

Brenda Lawson Way and Fawdan Way.
Noise from any other dementia activities, especially outdoor, should not disturb any

nearby residence at any hour of the day.

1. The Proposed relocation of a Commercial Care Facility

The proposed relocation of the 4400m?, up to three level, Commercial Care Facility

e | understand the existing consent had previously been considered and accepted allowing a
large commercial care facility to be built in its previously planned location despite this being
a residential zone.

o A care facility comprising 4400m?, up to three levels, a dementia ward, 70 beds,
dining room, an outdoor deck, a laundry, a kitchen and 20 serviced apartments, up
to 95 staff with over 30 on site at any one time and all the operational requirements
of what is clearly a commercial operation despite being described as part of
community activity.

o Having already been consented as a larger building in a more central location,
impacting less on neighbours, is not a suitable excuse or appropriate reasoning to
exchange that current consent, for a smaller still non-compliant building that has a
greater adverse effect on close neighbours.

We are am writing in respect of a number of issues with the notified application for resource consent
by The Integrity Care Group Ltd and the Olive Estate development. We reside at 20 Fawdan Way and
our rear boundary is on the northern boundary of the proposed development.

1. Daylight angles for dwellings along the northern boundary shown as Villa V9, V10, V21, V22 and
V25 on plan O1D. Depending on the distance from the boundary and roof profile the daylight
angles of those villas are exceed the rule in the TRMP. We will need conformation that the
daylight angles will in fact comply with the rules in the TRMP. It would be very helpful if we
could be provided with the shading diagrams.

2. The traffic impact report from Gary Clark raises a couple of issues. We do not believe the
assessment of effects in pages 90-94 of the application 01A are robust enough. It is intended
that the collector road (Fairose Drive) will be vested to Council. There appears to be insufficient
consideration given to the potential traffic and pedestrian movements and the proposed width
of the roadway and footpaths will not be adequate for the number of vehicles and pedestrian
movements generated, including from the area adjacent to the development and presence of
the main entrance to the care facility. It is proposed that there is a continuation of the design
shown in photograph Fig 7 of the traffic expert’s report. It is our submission the design in
photograph Fig 6 is more probably more suitable and is consistent as a continuation of the
existing street. Extension of Fairose Drive talks about all road width and cross sections not met
and the application says Council is comfortable with this and therefore effects minor. We do not
agree.
