As a resident of the Waimea Basin area you will have experienced 
water restrictions in recent summers. This is because there is 
not enough water in the rivers and underground water system 
(aquifers) to cope with the demand for irrigation, drinking water 
supplies, and industrial supply needs. 

The Wairoa, Lee, and Waimea rivers are the water sources that 
refi ll (recharge) the aquifers that in turn supply irrigation water 
to the Waimea Plains and domestic and industrial water to the 
Richmond urban area. 

The water shortages experienced in recent years have 
signifi cantly reduced production of irrigated crops, prompted 
water rationing in the urban area, and have also affected the 
Wairoa, Lee, and Waimea Rivers as well as the coastal springs 
that are highly valued by the community and local Iwi. 

Another threat posed by water shortages is the possibility of 
saltwater getting into the aquifers that are used for drinking 
water supply, irrigation, and industrial use. Saltwater infi ltration 
would have serious consequences for drinking water, as well as 
for industry and crop production. 

The membership of the Waimea Water Augmentation Committee 
(WWAC) includes irrigators, urban suppliers, councillors and staff 
from Nelson City and Tasman District councils, Department of 
Conservation representatives, Fish & Game representatives, and 
Iwi representatives.  

The Committee has been tasked with planning for water storage 
and looking at the available options, such as the feasibility of 
a dam in the Lee or Wairoa catchment areas. Site selection 
will be based on technical, environmental, social, and cultural 
information.  Currently around 3,700 hectares of land has water 
permits for irrigation, but a further 1,500 hectares could be 
irrigated if more water was available.  

Making more water available in the freshwater system – water 
augmentation – is one proposed solution to the water shortage 
problem, along with improvements in water management and 
the development of better water conservation measures.  
The committee would value your feedback on the proposed 
solution to water shortages.
