MURCHISON PLAINS & TERRACES ECOSYSTEM
NATIVE PLANT RESTORATION LIST

Locality:

Valley floors and extensive plains of the Murchison basin associated with the Buller
River and the lower reaches of the Matakitaki and Matiri Rivers.

Topography:

Flat to gently undulating flood-plains, low terraces and fans.

Soils and Geology:

Well-drained, moderately fertile, alluvial sandy and silty loams. Stoniness is variable
and increases with depth. Derived from greywackes and granites. Low-lying areas
are flood-prone. Not drought-prone.

Climate:

Moderate annual temperature range due to inland location. Warm summers.
Frosts only moderate despite frequent cold air ponding, ameliorated by high number
of fog days. Rainfall 1600mm.

Coastal influence:

None.

Original Vegetation:

Podocarp - mixed beech forest on high terraces and mixed podocarp-broadleaf-
beech forests on floodplains. Wetlands in flood-plain channels, low-lying flats and
depressions. Possibly frost flat shrublands on the frostiest sites.

Human Modification:

A few very small and scattered forest and treeland patches remaining. Hydrology
altered in places by drainage and river channelisation. Some lower terraces mined
for alluvial gold.
