This form must be completed as part of the Tasman District Council’s Property Information Memorandum (PIM) process to satisfy the
requirements of the National Environmental Standard for Assessing and Managing Contaminants in Soil to Protect Human Health (“the
Standard”). The Standard states that the applicant must establish whether it is more likely than not that a hazardous activity has been
undertaken on his or her land.

Background

The Standard imposes additional rules on landowners and developers when they seek to disturb soil or change the use of potentially
contaminated land (see the Hazardous Activities and Industries List [HAIL] published by the Ministry for the Environment).

According to the Council’s records, the site of your building project is on land historically used for sheep farming. The Council must determine
whether there are any contaminated sites at or near the site of your building project. Of particular concern are historical sheep dips. The soil
around old sheep dips (approximately 20 to 30 metre radius) may be contaminated with moderate to high concentrations of arsenic and other
chemicals that are very hazardous to human health.

Important Note: the presence of a sheep dip does not mean that you cannot progress your building project and, depending on the location, it
may not trigger any additional costs or requirements. A sheep dip that is some distance away will probably have no impact on your proposal.
