These conditions
are found in Regulation 55 and we recommend you assess your proposal against these conditions.

A requirement of Regulation 55 is that the person responsible for undertaking the activity must provide Tasman
District Council with notice of the activity at least 10 working days before commencement.

A requirement of Regulation 48 Sphagnum moss harvesting, is that prior notice must be provided at least
20 working days before the activity is undertaken. Prior notice must include the information requested in this form.
